Program Guidelines 

 

� Nominations are accepted quarterly. Electronic submissions are welcome. 

 

� Preference is given to individual nominees but group of volunteers (e.g. corporate 

team, family, etc.) will also be accepted. 

 

� Nominating organizations must be a member of good standing with the Volunteer 

Centre of Guelph/Wellington at the time of nomination and publication of the 

advertisement and will have notified their Board of Directors about the 
nomination and the nominee. 

 

� Volunteer Centre member agencies can nominate a maximum of two (2) 

volunteers per year. 

 

� We will consider matching your featured volunteer with a month that suits your 

organization’s public relations, however, we cannot guarantee a placement date. 

 

� Selection criteria includes: 

o Quality of the completed nomination application 
o Cross selection of types of volunteer positions (e.g. board member, direct 

service volunteer, coach, administrator, etc.) 

o Rotation of agency sectors (e.g. arts, sports, social services, faith, health, 

etc.) 

o Every effort will be made to reflect the diversity of our voluntary sector and 

the volunteers that support our agencies. 

o If there are multiple volunteers that fit our selection criteria, the “Volunteer 

of the Month” will be selected randomly (picking a name out of a Volunteer 

Centre mug!) 

 
� The selection will be made by a Volunteer Centre selection committee. Decisions 

will be final. 
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
