Namation Process

These awards recognize and honour the significant contributions of
current University of Guelph staff, students and faculty who devote
their volunteer time and effort to the development of non-profit
and/or charitable organizations or activities that benefit our
community. Nominators can be peers, colleagues, supervisors or
organizations that benefit from the volunteer efforts of the nominee.

To nominate a candidate, the following must be completed:

1. Nomination Cover Sheet (follows).

2. Statement of Nomination, answering all the questions list
under Nomination Criteria (below) in sequential order
(maximum 1 page).

3. Short Biography of the nominee (maximum 250 words).

Nomination Criteria

1. Give a description of the nominee’s volunteer work. Include
the scope and variety of their volunteer commitment if
relevant (e.g. types of organizations, variety of tasks).

2. Describe the ways that the organization and/or community
benefits from the nominee’s volunteer work.

3. How many volunteer hours has the nominee contributed?
What else do they balance in their life (working full time,
school, family, extra-curricular, etc.) in addition to their time
given toward volunteering that may be relevant? Over what
period of time has their community involvement taken place?

4. Any other additional information about the volunteer that you
would like to have profiled.
